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What is a carving bar 7 Why do you need one?

Simply put, a carving bar has a small tip that reduces or sliminates kickback and allows you fo reach into confined
areas. In carving with a chainsaw, much of the work is dome with the fip of the bar. Eliminating kickback makes it
possible to use the tip for exacting detail not possible with an ardinany bar.

In maost cases, the bar is manufactured from a solid piece
af atesl, with the additon of a super-hard alloy called hard-
facing welded around the narow tip 1o regist wear. Other
than that, its pretty much fike a regular chainsaw bar. The
raile are grooved to allow the chain to travel, and tha tail
has the proper metor-mount slot, adjusting pin hole, and oil-
delivery hobz cul into i,

The bar must be shaped to allow the chain 1o fravel
properly along the rails and around the tip. If the top and
bottam of tha bar are slightly curved instead of absakutehy
trzight, the chain will ride maore smoothly, Finally, the bar
chauld balanee with the saw motor to which it is attached.

Hargd-facing: An alloy welded around the tip of tha bar fo
regist wear. It's pretty hard stuff but it still wears away, S0
there are a couple of things to look for. Flrst, the depth of
the alloy around the tip is a good indication of how long the
tip will last. The mare alioy, the langer it will ba before the
chain reachas the softer steel and starts melting into it.
Second, watch out for bubbles. These appear as biack
holes in the alloy and are indicators of an imperiect weld
The chain can catch the edge of a bubble and tear the
entire alloy tip off the bar. It's not what you want to have
happen

before youl use it, it will lengthen the life
of your bar ten times over.

The rails: These should look siraight and be of
uniform thickness. The surface should not ook i%e a
roller coaster, and if the groove runs down the centar
of the bar, the rails will be the right width to support
the chain properly

The groove: Pick up the bar and look dawn it
length-wise the way you'd look down a gun barmel,
The groove should be centgred in the bar and not
wander from side to side. This allows the chain o
fravel In a straight line.

The gauge: The width of the gauge's groove must
be the same as the drive links of the chain, Saw chain
comes in 43, 50, 58, and 53 gauge. it's 2 measure
of the thickness of the drive tooth, If i's oo big,
wor't fit in the groove; if It's loo smal, itll slop back
and forth, wear the bar from inside the groove, and
wan't cut accurately, i you don't like all this technical
ghulf, give this article to your saw dealer and let him
take care of it.

The tip: The most important part of the canving bar is
the tip. It is imperative that it be no smaller than the
chain it can accommodate, Chain is sold in different
sizes called "chain pitch,” which is the distance
between any thres rivets divided by twe, Standard
chain pitches used by most caners are 1/4", 325" and
ATETHE".

In an article | wrote a few years ago called, "Gef OfF the
Dime " | listed the size tip each chain can ride. Here i
is again: The smallest (ot the ideal) cain that each
chain can nide iz as follows: 38" (375") low profile
rode a guarter; 325" rode a nickef; 114~ {2507 could
ride & dime (hence the nams "dimetip").

To fliustrate that point, the much abused dimetip can
only handle 1/4" chain, Anything larger will tear up the
fip and destray the chain.

One consideration seldom given notice is the very
important relationship between the size of the sprocke!
and the buft of the bar. Since many saws hawve their
sprockets changed lo accommodate smaller chains,
they often wind up with ihe wrong bar confanmity.

The big-sprocket-narrow-bar syndrome.

If 1he gprocket is larger than the butt of the bar, it will
detiver the chain ints the top of the bar farther along
Ihan [t should. This is not a major problem if the
difference iz small, but | once had one that was so
aut-of-whack the chain didn't land in tha bar groove
until it was 8" in front of the saw housing. IT it got a fittle
Ioose, it would jump the track enfirely.

The small-sprocket-wide-bar syndrome.

The worst situation is when the butt of the bar is wider
than the sprocket. The chain is deliverad into the back
of the bar below the groove. There it makes a lot of
racket and hammers against the bar, somelimes
breaking off chunks of rail and eventually the chain

Ta check this matchup, mount the bar and chain onta
the saw without putting the side cover on, The chain
doesn't have 1o be tight, but should be snug.

Look at how the chain comes off the sprocket and
enters the bar. It will be fairty dbvious it it's out of
alignment.

77

Balance: The langth of the bar with the chain should
balance the weight of the saw so it hangs level when
you pick it up by the top handle. If the bar is too short
or toa long, there will be an imbalance, and the
carver will be fighting the weight of the bar or the saw
mator.

Finally, the butt or tail of the bar has a lot to match
up: The mounting slot, the chain-adjusting pin hola
{tansioner), the oil stol, and the sprocket.

Most of this ks pretty obvious if you look at it The ofl
slot must match so the ofl gets to the chain. The
tensioner pin on the saw must fit through the bar so
you can adjust the chain.

Different saws have different-sizad mounting studs
and the bar must fit them properly. A bar made to be
ueed an a Stihl, which has large studs, will be slappy
on a Husgvarna. Conversely, a bar made for a
Husgvarna won't fit on a Stihl without 2 lot of grinding
and filing to enlargs the slot,

These are things bar manufacturers take into account
when they build a bar. It's why they ask you to specify
saw madel numbers when ordering. Why all small
saws can't use the same bars is one of those mysteries
of the universe fight up there with car pars.

That's about it Everything you nead to know when you
buy a carving bar
