readily crack and split. Whal follows is about how to drilling (although you
keep them from spitling and cracking before you get may find it helpful

to work on them, while you're working on them and after
you've finished carving them.

VWhen a log dries, it cracks along lines that radiate oul
from the center or hearl. These are very obvious if you look
at the end af a log where you can see the cracks. Knowing
this, you can employ a number of mechanical processes that
will help keep your carving from splitting.

The first thing Is o carve a frash plece of wood
hefore it has a chance to dry out and crack. This is whal the
early nafive lotem carvers did over 100 years ago It will il
be full of its own natural juices and much more agreeable 1o
work.

If you can't canve a piece right away and wani to save
it for later, temporarily leave the bark on and cover the ends
with a plastic garbage bag to keep it fresh. If the bark is
gone, wrap i in a tarp or plastic sheet. Store it off the ground
and in the shade to profect it form rotting and drying.

Any wood left unprolected for too long will rot, so
don't expect to come back nesxt year and find a good piece
waiting for you. In this respact every species rots at &
different rale, Cottonwood and alder go very quickly.
Second-growth cedar, pine and white spruce are a liltie
sipwer, Oid growth cedar and redwood last for years. So be
awsre of what you stash and use it accordingly.

Once you get your earving underway, try o work on it
oul of direct sunfight. The sun will cause wood to Crack very
quickly, and once if gets started there isnt much can be done
to stop it (11 §ake up the proseee of repairing 8 erack another
time). Keep the wood covered with a tarp or plaslic when you
aren working on i, Plastic garbage bags work well for this,
Absh, appliance stores are a good place to get huge plastic
bags. Refrigerators are shipped in them,

Grain busting takes place when you have finished the
canving and serves the purpose of breaking the unity of the
wood grain so that it ean't dry, shrink and crack as a single
plece. What you do is make as many small pieces out of the
inside of your canving 85 possible withoul letting it show on
the outside. Locate places on the carnving where 8 single cul
the width of the bar won't show, Such places as under the
arms of a figure work well for this. Wse 1he lip of your saw to
hore hidden cuts straight towand the heard, Withdraw the bar
and re-bore into the carving through the same cul bul at &
different angie, Do this about three times thiough each bore
cut anyplace you can find 1o hide it.

Oince the chainsaw work is finished, but before you
go to work sanding, buming, painting or oiling, ete,, it's time to
screw it. As in sheetrock and |ag screws.

Screws and bolts, when propery instalied will help
keep the cracking to 8 minimum. Just be sure to insert them

with the longer ones
or harder wood), and

dowel or a sawdust-spoxy mixture forced in behind will hide
all trace of it, A little care and common sense in selaciing
where you stick the screw also makes a difference. A groove
is & good place to hide iL The limitation with sheetrock
screws is thal it takes a lot of thern to do the job no matter
how many you use,

Lag screws are a litfle more trouble te install but hey
have a lot more holding power. A few does the [ob of many in
this case.

Tao install lag screws, first drill 8 ane-inch diametar
hole about an inch and & half deep. The depth will make
room for the lag screw head and a washer plus a short kength
of dowel to plug the hole. The dowel can be shaped 1o match
the carving. The one-inch diameter will accommodale more
sockel heads.

Mext, drill 3 pilot hole for the lag screw. With any
screw, only the threads do the holding. The shaft actually
acts like a wedge and can split the wood, (alas, if it's your
earving). Lise a pilot hole drill the same size as the shafl of
the lag screw where it travels under the threads, Thal way the
shaft will fifl the pilot hole and the threads will bite into the
wood. Use as many as you think you'll need and see what
happens. Thers is no hard and fast rule. | tend to overdo it
mysell. Preventing a crack Is simpler than repairing one,

Finally, insiall lag screws, plug the holes, shapa the
dowel to match the carving and carve grain on the end of your
dowel,

The final process in crack prevention is oiling. After
all the carving, sanding, burning elc. are completed, but
before painting, give the beast a bath in oll. The diying and
cracking won'l be stopped with cuts and screws, only oil can
do that, 50 be ganerous with it.

| apply shingle oll {cut 50-50 wilh paint thinner)
several times a day until the carving won't socak up anymore,
[t's a clear about 10WV sold by Standard oil, Five gallons nuns
gbout $25. This is a light oil that never hardens or Se1s up,
spa it will sweat out in hot weather. You'll need fo seal it with
something more durable.

WOOD FINISHES

Jessie Groeschen

ood Sculpture is one of the oldest arl forms
known to humanity, Pigces have been found
preserved for thousands of years, (Under ideal
eonditions, )

Many wood sculptures are done with
green wet wood, Without proper care they can dry and
crack. By slowing the drying process and repiacing
moisture you can greatly reduce the chances of cracking,

But what do you replace the moisture with? Thens
are a multiude of products for indoors and oul. And if
you don't have some idea on what kind of wood finish to
buy when you go lo a hardware store, it might be good to
pack a lunch, because it could take all day.

What Is a finish? A wood finish can protect
enhance and preserve a piece of wood. They often
enhance wond's nalural beauly, bring out color, grain and
add depth, Finishes also preserve wood from the ravages
of nature, water cxidation and the uliraviclet rays of the
sum.

Finishes fall into two broad categories: surface

Some surface
finishes are oil base vamnish, polyurethane vamish, spar
vamish, and shellac.

Penetrating finishes also require air for activation
but for a different reason. Ingredients in a penetrating
finish react chemically with oxygen to harden, An
entirely new molecule is formed during the cure, Some
penetrating finkshes - tung oil, boilled linsead oil, and raw
linseed ol

What does penetration do? You can totafly fill 2
piece of wood with oil and it will do nothing to protect the
surface of the wood from damage. Coarse objects will
seralch the wood. Water will smudge the wood. The
atlvantage gained by filling the wood with finish 5 to
stabilize the wood from shrinkage and swelling causad by
water-vapor exchange,

By mixing & peneirating finish with a surface
finish. you will come up with a good finish.

it is vital to understand how each particular
surface and penetrating finish works, to satisfy your
needs

VARMISH

Varmish ks made by cooking one or more oils with
natural and synthefic resins. The heat causes the oil and
resin to combine chemically, forming an entirely new
substance

Traditional resin were fossilized sap from vanous
species of ping Irees,

The resins came from Eastem Asia, New
Zealand Africa and Morthem Eunope.

Amber was also used. Amber is the fossilized
sap from an exfincl pine that once grew in Morthem

Matural resins are rarely used any more to make
vamish,

Beginning in the early 20th century chemists
began developing synthetic resins,

The first to be devaloped was phenolic resin (a
combination of phenol and formaldehyde)

The next was alkyd-resin vamish, a type of
polyester finish developed In the 1920°'s. The name
“Alkyd” is 8 contraction of the names of the two main
ingredients used to make the resi - alcohol and acid.

Polyursthane was developed In the 1930's and is
commonly used as a plastic. But it didn't start getting
pogular until the 60's

Vamish made from ol and resin alone doesnt
cure fast enough to be useful as g finish, some metallic
driers are added to speed the curing. The driers act as a
catalyst, accelerating oxidation. Originally lead was
used as a drier but it has been discovered that lead
caused health problems. Today other driers such as
cobalt, manganese, zing, and zirconium is used, (These
don't sound to healthy either, S0 make sure 10 wear a
vapor mask or a raspirator),

MIXING OIL AND RESINS

OIL BASED VARNISH
Oil varnishes are slow-drying reactive finishes
that are flexible, durable and quite solvent resistant.

POLYURETHANE VARNISH

Polyurethane vamish is tough but it has a
siiohily cloudy appearance, it doasn't bond well with any
other finish, and it doesn’t hokd up well in sunlight.
Uliraviolet rays destroy its bond to the wood and cause il
to peel. Some polyurethanes are called “exderior” they
will parform well only when kept out of direct sunfight

Als0 T in situalions where there is alot of
expanson and contraction, the vamish will crack and
fiake away,

SPAR VARNISH

Spar varnish is phenodic resin that is used mostly
for extenor surfaces. I has the ability to resist
ultraviolet breakdown and tolerates a wide rage of
miovemnent typical of wood that stays cutdoors. Spar
vamish tends to wear away rather than chip or peel.

SHELLAC

Shellac is a natural resin secreted by insects,
called lac bugs, which attach themselves o cernain trees
in and around Nerthemn India, Approximately 1.5 million
bugs must be harvesied to maka 1 pound of shellac.
The resin is scraped from the twigs and branches of the
frees. i's then melted, strained to remove bug parts and
other foreigners, and formed into large thins sheets that
are broken up into flakes and shipped around the world,

Shellac has excellent resistance to water-vapor
exchange but is has weak resistance to heat, water, and
solvents, It has a moderate resistance to wear.

Shellac resin is so safe il 5 approved by the
Food and Drug Administrations for use as a coating on
candy and pilis.

oiLs

Oil i= & natural substance that ks extracted from
plants, nuts, fish. Some ofls, such as linseed oil and
tung oil, cure- they change from a liquid to a solid by
absorbing oocygen from the air, Oils that cures can be
used as finishes, Other oils, such as mineral oil, olive
oil, and motor oil don't absorb oxygen and therefore
don't cure, Because they don't solidify, they are not
good finishes. Other oils, such as walnut oil, soybean oil
, and safflower oil, are semi-curing: They cure very
slowly and never very hard, (Sreat oil for salad bowls).

RAW LINSEED

Raw finsead is pure ofl pressed from flax seed.
Linseed ofl forms a film that is very flexible and has
good solvent resistance, but it Is too soft to afford much
scratch resistance. It has & nice amber color and
imparts depth to wood, but it darkens considerabiy upon
long exposure to sunlight.

BOILED LINSEED

Bolled linseed oil is not actually bolled. 1tis not
actually boiled, It is thicken by blowing air though it,
making it appear like a pot of boiling liquid,

Linsead oil dries very slowly, 5o manufactures
add metallic driers to speed up the curing process,

TUNG

Tung il is extracted from nuts of the lung free,
which is native to China. Tung oil has been used for
centuries in china, The introduction of lung ofl to the
West was not until the end of the nineteenth century.
Itis mow cultiveted in South America. Tung ol dries
faster than linseed. Other than that they have very
similar properties.

Mext time you bay & finish, read the ingredient,
determine your needs. Try making your own finish by
combining a surface finish with a penetrating finish and
& carrier, such as lurpentine or paint thinner, This
makes for a good recipe for replacing moisture in your
woodcanving.

Other things that help your carving: Perlodic
maintenance recoating, Proper drainage under an
outdoor woodcanving is important, Allows for good air
circulation. Rocks or paver blocks work well.
